Q.  "I can't find my receipt.  Can you reimburse me anyway?"

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HELPFUL HINTS REGARDING 
PREVENTION OF HEAD LICE 

 
PLEASE VISIT our LVUS DISTRICT WEBSITE or 
Yerba Buena Elementary School Health 
Clerk Melinda Irvin’s page for updated 
information. 

 
To prevent infestations, teach your 
children that they should never  
share hats, combs, hairbrushes, jackets, 
or similar items. Include head checks for 
lice and nits as part of a weekly hygiene 
program. All clothing, 
bedding, and towels used by the 
infested person should be put in a hot 
dryer for 20 minutes, heated through 
with an iron, or washed in hot water to 
kill lice.  Health educators urge parents 
to: 
• Watch for signs of head lice – itching.  
Lice nits (eggs) are more easily seen in 
the sunlight, as they are sesame seed 
shaped, and slightly illuminescent. 
• Check all family members 
• Only treat those who are infested 
• Manual removal of all nits is the best 
option whenever possible, as pesticides 
can be harmful to children. 
• Wash bedding, recently worn clothing, 
combs and brushes in hot 
 water, or heat on high in the dryer. 
• Vacuum to remove lice or fallen hair 
with attached nits from upholstered 
furniture, rugs,  stuffed animals, and car 
seats. 
. • Vacuum to remove lice or fallen hair 
with attached nits from upholstered 
furniture, rugs, stuffed animals and car 
seats. 
. • Avoid piling clothing together (i.e. 
park, playground, sleepovers, etc.). 
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
